When 13 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores exclud​ing her three worst scores.

HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS

Keel boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.

DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS

Underwater breathing apparatus and plas​tic pools or their equivalent shall not be used around keel boats between the pre​paratory signal of the first race and the end of the regatta.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio trans​missions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile tele​phones.
VHF will only be used for safety communication.
